• English Language Proficiency Long-Term Goals 

The Texas Education Agency adjusted its baseline data, measurements of interim 
progress, and long-term goal for progress in achieving English language proficiency to 
reflect two years ofdata from its new English language proficiency assessment. The 
baseline was amended from 41 to 36 percent and the targets were amended from 42 to 36 
percent in 2021-2022; from 44 to 38 percent in 2026-2027; and from 46 to 40 percent in 
2031-2032.
