Capt Roe was Arrow 3 in a flight of four F-15C aircraft. At 1500 hours, Arrow ] observed a midair puff of
smoke from the general area where Arrow 3 and Arrow 4 had been. Ower the radio, Arrow 1 heard Arrow 3
call out, “I'm hit.” Shortly thereafter, Arrow 4, Arrow 3's wingman, observed Arrow 3 trailing smoke while
Arrow 3 was upright. Arrow 4 observed Arrow 3 enter a cloud deck. Three minutes later, Arrow 1 and Arrow
2 are below the cloud deck when Arrow 1 sees a fire burning on the ground and Arrow 2 catches a glimpse of
what may have been a parachute still in the air. Meanwhile, Arrow 4 hears a broken radio transmission to the
effect of "I'm clear, I'm clear|” which may have been Arrow 3's survival radio. Because several seconds
passed from the time Arrow 1 observed the puff of smoke and heard Arrow 3's radio transmission, Arrow 3’s
remaining upright when it disappeared in the cloud bank, and the other facts, I conclude Capt Roe is missing.
