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Texas Reading Results
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As noted in the Texas Commission on Public School Finance report:

" Only 58% of Texas students currently come to school Kindergarten
ready, and in 2018 only 4 in 10 students met the state’s 3rd grade
reading standard.

= Per the 2017 National Assessment of Education Progress (“NAEP”),
also known as the Nation’s Report Card, Texas children rank 46th in
the country in 4th grade reading proficiency, a decline of five spots
since their 2015 ranking.




TEA Why Does Texas Need to Focus on Literacy?

Commission Recommendation #3: Given the critical nature of being
able to “read to learn” across all subjects after 3rd grade, the
Commission recommends that each district or charter network
annually receive incremental funding above the basic allotment for
every 3rd grader achieving reading proficiency at the state’s “Meets”
standard.

While HB 3 does not include additional funding for achieving 3'd grade
reading proficiency, it does include K-3 Reading Standards.
